The kitchen staff team plays a vital role in ensuring that diners enjoytheir food, but it is the front-
of-house team who interact directly withcustomers and determine whether they enjoy their
culinary experience.To do this,they need to be polite, friendly, helpful and skilful.In hotels or
important restaurants there is often a maitred’hotel,responsible for managing bookings, finding
tables for customers,assigning serving areas to waiting staff and supervising their work aswell as
dealing with any customer complaints.The head waiter is secondin command and supervises
service in aparticular area of a restaurant, but in smaller restaurants carries out thetasks of the
maitred'hotel. The captain, also called the chef de rang, is usually responsible forrunning one area
of the restaurant and supervising the work of two orthree staff members. In particular the
communicationbetween thekitchen and the front-of-house, allocating tasks and monitoring
service.Waiters/Waitressesserve the customers during their meal by takingorders, setting the
tables and bringing out food when it is ready.In addition in larger restaurants there are busboys
and busgirls, who dobasic tasks such as clearing tables or bringing bread and water to
thetables. There are also some specialist roles front-of-house. There is often a foodand beverage
manager who is responsible for the overall running of arestaurant: planning the menu with the
chef de cuisine; creating theright atmosphere and ambiance; hiring staff; managing bookings;
andmeeting and greeting customers.This last task can also be the responsibility of a host/hostess,
who takesbookings, welcomes customers to the restaurant and shows them to theirtables. The wine
waiter or sommelier, usually only present in more formalrestaurants, is responsible for choosing
wines, recommending andserving them to customers.The bartender prepares drinks for customers
during their meal, givingthem to the waiters to take to the tables. When there is no sommelier,the
bartender may be responsible for a restaurant's wine stock.

The first thing people usually want to complain about is slow service. It takes the customer forever
to attract the attention of the waiter and when they finally do, the waiter tells them to wait a minute
because it is very busy, or the waiter ignores the customer completely. This is always a bad start.
The waiter must always go to the table immediately and, even if they are too busy to stay at that
moment, tell the guest they will be right with them as soon as they can to take their order. Never
ignore an angry, hungry customer!
The waiter has finally taken the customer's order and time passes but no food arrives ! What makes
things worse is that all the other tables are receiving their orders and eating their food . What now?
When the food takes a long time to come out of the kitchen, many waiters avoid customers until
the food is ready. Don't! Check with the kitchen as to when food will be ready. Go over to the table
and tell them when it will be coming out and apologise for the delay.
Another complaint is usually when the food is delivered to the table and something does not come
out the way the guest ordered it; for example, a steak well-done instead of rare. To avoid this
complaint make sure you take time to listen to what the guest is ordering and write it down



correctly. If you do not understand something, ask them to repeat it, especially if it has special
instructions. When there is a misunderstanding, apologise and correct the order as soon as possible.
The waiter brings the customer's long awaited meal. When the customer looks at his plate, instead
of seeing the chicken and mushroom pie with ch ips he ordered, he sees poached salmon and salad
- clearly it is the wrong order! Once again the server should make sure he hands in the right orders
for the right tables and checks the food against the order pad when getting it from the kitchen. In
any case, the server should apologise, try to resolve the situation as quickly as possible and maybe
offer the customer a complimentary drink.

The guest has been very patient, but when the right meal finally does arrive, the portion of fish or
meat is very small and they can hardly see the vegetables on their plate at all, so they complain. A
server should appreciate that every customer's appetite is different so the best thing to do is to
apologise and offer to get them additional food like bread, potatoes, etc. Then tell the head chef so
they can change the portion sizes in the future.

Finally the disastrous meal is over and the bill arrives, but there are all sorts of items on it that the
customer does not recognise or did not order. The customer complains about the bill. It is surprising
how many people prefer to eat a mediocre meal at the right price than a good meal when a
restaurant overcharges for it. A good waiter should never argue with a customer, but take the bill
away, check it and bring it back with the appropriate alterations as soon as possible.

The menu is a listing of the items the food service establishment has for sale. The menu is an
important component of food service operations. Without a menu the customers will not know
what their choice is for dishes to order. The menu creates an image of the establishment. It should
be in harmony with the type of the food service establishment. For example, fast-food or quick-
service restaurants offer a limited number of menu items but they sell these items in large
quantities. Their customers are served at a sales counter, that is why separate menus are not needed.
Customers are familiar with the standardized menu and do not need its description. Fastfood
restaurants simply post names and prices of their products near the sales counters. On the other
hand, a big restaurant would have an altogether different menu. First, the number of menu items
would be much greater. The traditional table-service restaurant might have a menu as large as a
book with detailed descriptions of its wide range of dishes. To draw attention to daily specials
some restaurants find it useful to box these items on the menu or to write them on a chalkboard
near the entrance.

The menu planning is organized on the basis of the available food products and kitchen staff. The
service transfers the menu items from the kitchen staff to the customers. In order to properly serve
customers, the servers should be ready to answer their questions. They should know what items
are on the menu, the portion sizes offered, how the items are prepared. Service should also know
the meaning of all terms used on the menu so they can explain them to any customers. The menu
is generally designed by the chef (head cook) of the restaurant. The structure of the menu is usually
based on following courses:

Starters
Soups
Entrees

Main courses
Desserts

When a chef designs a menu, he (she) usually starts with the main course and then plans the other
courses. There are four basic types of menus:

1. A lacarte menu allows the customer to choose dishes which are cooked to order and served to
the guests.



2. Table d'hote menu offers a limited choice of dishes. The guests have to take the whole meal
consisting of three or four dishes and pay a fixed price.

Carte du jour means "card of the day" and the dishes of this menu are served on this day only.
Cycle menu is a number of menus, which are repeated in a certain period of time. It is usually
used in hospitals, student and school canteens.

MYBIOGRAPHY

(after MarkTwain)

I was born on the 30-th of November 1835 in the village of Florida, Missouri. My father
was John Marshal Clemens. According to tradition some of my great-great parents were
pirates and slave traders — a respectable trade in the 16-th century. In my time | wished to
be a pirate myself. Florida contained a hundred people and when | was born I increased the
population by one per cent. It had two streets and a lot of lanes.

Both the streets and the lanes were paved with the same material — black mud in wet times,
deep dust in dry. Most of the houses were of wood. Everywhere around were fields and woods.
My uncle was a farmer. | have never met a better man than he was. He was a middle-aged man
whose head was clear and whose heart was honest and simple. | stayed at his house for three



months every year till | was thirteen years old. Nowhere else was | happier than at his house. He
had eight children and owned about fourteen Negro slaves whom he had bought from other
farmers. My uncle and everyone on the farm treated the slaves kindly. All the Negroes on the farm
were friends of ours and with those of our own age we were playmates. Since my childhood I have
learned to like the black race and admire some of its fine qualities. In my school days nobody told
me that it was wrong to sell and buy people. It is only much later that I realized all the horror of
slavery.

The country school was three miles from my uncle's farm. It stood in a forest and could take
in about twenty five boys and girls. We attended school once or twice a week. | was a sickly child
and lived mainly on medicine the first seven years of my life.

For ten years | worked in printshops of various cities. | started my journalistic life as a
reporter on a newspaper in San-Francisco. It was then that | began to sign my publications by my
penname Mark Twain.

They say that school is very important for us and to enter an
institute we should have good marks in our school-leaving certificates.

But it's not what the children want. | think that it is necessary to bridge the generation gap,
and parents and children must come to an agreement.

I think that having a good family is very important in our life because it is like a friendly port
for us when the waves of life become too wild. We need a family, for comfort and protection. For
example, when | have some problems, my family always take my word against anybody else's. And
I'm sure | can always rely on their help. Besides, | think that it's lovely to have the family round
you and to know they are interested in you. Youwillneverfeellonely.
